What is projected is a Dominion-wide Conference of
citizens and professional educators to consider ways and means of
making Canadian Education fully effective in the production of =a
sane, responsible, and efficient citizenship. The problem is not
an easy one, and to solve it successfully an alert condition of
public opinion must be created with respect to Education. The
problem must receive the attention not only of educationalists as
such but of representative citizens.

We believe that we have succeeded in securing the
materials for the most impressive Educational gathering ever as-
sembled in Canada, It is desired that at this Conference the

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National Conference on Moral Education
in the Schools in Relation to
Canadian Citizenship

In common with the rest of the civilized world, Canadian
communities have been profoundly impressed, through the
revelations of the great war, with the necessity of emphasiz-
ing in the strongest possible way the educational activities
that make for the formation of character and that tend to
promote a high standard of individual and national life. While
it is recognized that the ethical aim has always been present
in the schools, it is well known that the diverse racial and
religious elements of which our people are composed have
hitherto made any attempt at organized moral education dif-
ficult. Misunderstandings, mutual distrust, inability to agree
on content or method have prevented the co-operation neces-
sary to effective action. It is believed, however, that many
prejudices that formerly obscured essentials have disappeared
as a consequence of the war and that the time is opportune
for emphasizing the importance of character training as a
preparation for citizenship. At the outset of the great struggle
from which we have just emerged, the world was confronted
with a people of some sixty millions thinking and feeling as
one man in a conspiracy to subject the world to the domination
of the German race. This unity of thought and purpose was
the outcome of carefully planned and energetically conducted
educational propaganda beginning in the elementary schools
and carried on by university, church and press. If the energy
of an entire people could be enlisted and directed by means of
its educational agencies towards an evil purpose, it is believed
that the same factors would be even more effective if set in
motion for a righteous end. In this belief a number of gentle-
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men, active in the professional, business and educational life
in Winnipeg, resolved to come together to discuss the matter,
and determine what action, if any, should be taken. On the
invitation of His Honor Sir James Aikins, a meeting for this
purpose was held at Government House and the progress of
the discussion showed that all present were deeply interested,
profoundly impressed with the need, and fully persuaded of
the possibility of making a forward movement in education.
It was recognized that any movement of the kind to be effec-
tive should be national in its scope and should command the
interest and sympathy of all the people in every part of the
Dominion without distinction of race or creed. To ascertain
the extent to which such interest existed or could be aroused,
a central committee was organized. Five gentlemen undertook
to contribute one thousand dollars each for preliminary ex-
penses and steps were then taken to present the matter to
groups in the larger cities throughout Canada. Some forty
cities and towns were covered, and local committees formed.
Without going into detail, it may be sufficient to say that
great interest was manifested at every point and that the
various discussions led to the determination to call a national
conference to discuss the question of moral education and
training for citizenship. The purpose of the conference is to
stimulate public interest so as to accentuate character training
in the schools and other institutions. It is further hoped that
one of the outecomes may be the establishment of a foundation
for the study of the whole problem, the result of this study to
be made available for educational workers everywhere.

The Rotary clubs undertook the finance and the necessary
funds are in sight for the holding of the conference. The sum
of $70,000 has been pledged for the purpose. It is planned to
hold the conference at Winnipeg on October 20th, 21st, and
22nd, 1919, and an outline of the tentative programme will
be found on pages 5, 6, and 7.

The Finance Committee consists of Rev. E. Leslie Pidgeon,
Past International President of the Rotary Club; Sir James
Aikins, W. J. Bulman, President Canadian Manufacturers’
Association; H. W. Wood, Calgary, President Canadian Council
of Agriculture; and N. P. Lambert, Secretary of the same
organization. The Chairman of the Programme Committee is
Chief Justice Mathers. Sir James Aikins, Lieutenant-Governor
of Manitoba, is Chairman of the Convening Committee at Win-
nipeg, and His Excellency the Duke of Devonshire, the
Governor-General of Canada, has graciously accorded his
patronage to the conference and has consented to be present.

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BUILDING THE NATION.

Education in Canada is placed under the eon-
trol of the Provinces. We have no commanding
Edueation Association for Canada. Canada has
a large number of enterprising, eapable, enthusi-
astie teachers whose new ideas have little or no
outlet. The result is, they evaporate, they go
whistling down the wind, and do not get a
chance to have themselves tried out. They
should be mediated to the Canadian people so
that publie opinion ean express itself with
regard to them, and so that the good grain may
be separated from the chaff. The faet that
there was a forum for ideas would encourage
teachers to formulate their ideas.

This is one of the objects of the Educational
Conference which is to be held in Winnipeg this
fall, Oet. 20-22. The plan is to advocate the
establishment of an unofficial bureau of the
ablest experts that could be seeured. The idea
of the promoters of this project is that the
bureau should be unofficial, without executive
powers. It would simply guide and assist the
educational thought of the country. The results
of its labors would simply be available for the
regularly constituted educational authorities.
The result would be that provineial systems,
instead of operating in more or less watertight
compartments, would represent a friendly emu-
lation in the best educational methods and ideals
in the interests of the whole people.

Though this is the idea of the promoters of
the Winnipeg Conference, the field will be open
for the diseussion of the merits of this proposi-
tion from the ground up. Any alternative pro-
position ecan be discussed freely. What is
desired is an examination of the educational
problem in the light of the nation’s needs and
our children’s possibilities.

Why should Canada not have an agency for
giving publieity in the Dominion to the best
educational praetice of the world?

Dear Dr, Adams:-

I have just returned from the meeting of the
Society of Technical Agriculturists, and one of the topics taken
up' at that meeting was the imperative necessity for graduate work
in agriculture, both for preparing teachers im all agricultural
subjects: and for training men to undertake research work. I was

agreeably surprised to find that a very insistent demand has
arisen for this work.

You will remember at the Universities Conference
that Professor Carr of the University of Alberta, and also
President Kiinck of British Columbia University, suggested that
we undertake some of this work, At the convention there was
a paper by Principal Cumming of the Agricultural College, at
Truro, which also suggested that this work be centered in one
Place and entered very strongly Macdonald College as being that
rlacs. The Dominion Minister of Agriculture, Dr, Tolmie, and
the Deputy Minister of Agriculture, Dr. J.H., Grisdale, are both
in favor of helping Macdonald College to carry out such work.

When the subject came up for discussion at the
Conference there was considerable opposition to this work being
cattered in one institution. The Guelph and Saskatchewan delegates
were evidently much opposed to having this done in one place.
Naturally I could not, at the Conference, divulge everything that
had been done, but a Committee was appointed to prepare a reprort
on graduate work in agriculture and I was nominated Chairman of
this Committee. The report that was submitted requested that
graduate courses be arranged for at the earlliest possible moment
in practically all subjects of the agricultural curriculum, and
the Committee invited all Colleges to incorporate in insuing an
announcement of the graduate courses they were prepared to offer
as a gulde to prospective students.,




There were a number of other recommendations,
but the above are those that I wish especially to draw to your
attention, because I think that we must reallze that Macdonald
college is in the same position with regard to other agricultural
institutions of Canada as McGill University 18 as regards the
other Universities of the country, and I think that every effort
should be made to develop, at Macdonald College, graduate work,-
firstly, by graduating students who would be better prepared than
students of other agricultural institutions, and secondly, DY
g0 increasing our staff as to make 1t the centre of greduate work

in Canada.

I do not Xnow to what extent the Dominion Government
can help us, but there 1s always the fear that the Government will
shirk the giving of a grant to this institution because of the
British North America Act which specifically states that education-
al work 1s provincial, and whilst we have the sympathy of the
Minister and his Deaputy, it 1s possible that their request may be
refused by the Cabinet. Last week I sSpent sometime in going over
this grant with one or two of the Cabinet Ministers, and the
above statement practicall¥ sums up what I can learn in this
direction, guch being the case to what extent can we appeal
to private fund for this purpose? Thies question I must leave
with the Board, but I am prepared, if the campaign for increased
funds is to be commenced in October, to have students prepared
with regard to the possibilities along the lines I have mentioned.

I should 1ixe also to see whether it would be
possible to appeal for a generous donation from either the
Rockfeller or the Carnegle Funds, I think we have sufficilent
behind us to justify such an appeal if we can get at those who
are responsible for the administration of these funds, and I am
further fully seized with the importance of having this done at
the earliiest possible moment.,

To-day we have shipped by Canadian Express a
basket containing three dozen eggs. I trust they arrive
Ssafely and prove satisfactory.

I was quite interested in your remark the other
day that you thought that a number of your friends would be
glad to have weekly shipments of 288 sent in and I will be
glad to do whatever I can to supply their requirements.

The express on the three dozen ©gg8 wWe shipped to you to-day
was forty-five cents (45¢ ) which, of course, is toohigh and

in order that the cost of the eggs to yourself may be reduced
I take the liberty of suggesting the following arrangements,
If a group of friendsliving in the same vieinity could arrange
to get their weekly requirements of eggs from one centre then
We could ship in a case of eggs containing any number of
dozensup to thirty. The express on such a case would be
fifty-five cents, (66¢), with five cents, (5¢), for return-

ing the empty case making sixty cents, (60t), express charges
in all. This amounts to only two eents, (3£ ) per dozen. I
think we would be justified in discriminating betwsen the
Price which we would charge yourself as compared with the
price which we would charge the others not directly connect-
ed with Mc@Gill. This is our custom here at present and if

it is satisfactory to you it will still enable your friends

to get their eggs somewhat cheaper than they are accustomed
to paying and for a superior quality. Providing this arrange-
ment is satisfactory, I would suggest that the list of parties
who require eggs be sent us with their addresses and the num-
ber of eggs they require per week as well as the length of
time they would require the shipments to be continued. We
will then ship the required number of eggs to one address in
one case and will bill each party separately at our price per
week plus two cents, (2¢), per dozen for transportation
charges. Ir will simplify matters to have us prepay each
shipment and collect the charges as suggested above.

I am sorry that this lsetter has been made so lengthy
but I feel that it is a good opportunity for yourself and a
numper of your friends to get eggs produced at your own institu-

As soon as
we reccive the 1list of names with their addresses of
parties who are to recelve eggs, We shall be pleased
to send them separate accounts.

We have outlined in a general way our plazus
for increasing the stock capacitly and we have plans for
the houses drawn out. Briefly, I might say that we
propose carrying four hundred Leghorn pullets, four
hundred Rhode Island red pullets and about seven hundred
Barred Plymouth Rock pullets. In addition to this we
shall be carrying about four hundred yearling birds each
vear so that we shall maintain a total stock of about
two thousand birds. Incidently, we are going to cut
down on all other breeds and practically focus all our
work on the three breeds meutioned above. I suitable
arrangements can be made, I would like Lhe new houses
to be bullt as early as possible next year in order thatl
they may be ready in ample time for housing our pulletis.
We have found that winter egg production 1s very materially
affected by the time which we can get pullets in their
winter quarters. As soon as we may get all or our plans
drawn up, I would like very much to have egtimates of the
cost of construction submitted in order that as early as
possible I may prepare an estimate of the disbursements
and receipts of the Department rfor next year.

If at all feasible I should also like 10 have
a small cooling room put in the basement of our main
building. This would enable us to handle our dressed
poultrv trade much more economically and with far greater
gatisfaction to our customers.

Referring to your letter of Dec, 1l6th,,
the statement that I think you heard was that it would not
p&”bossible for the Quebec Department of Agriculture to
carry on the school fairs in the same manner as was done
in the past, owing to the high cost of doing the work,

This work has been paid for from the fund
which we receive from the FProvince of QuebeC through the
provisions of the Federal Act of 1913, It has cost between
$6,000.,00 and $7,000,00. This is a larger amount than we

used to spend, but it has been occasioned by the high cost
of travelling, due to the increase in rallway fare, and the
difficulty of visiting schools and children unless with the
aid of an sutomobile, the hiring of which 18 expensive but
cannot be avoided,

The work undertaken by the College has been
somewhat more ambitious, more energetically carried out, and
more thorough than that done by the county representatives
aprointed from the Quebec Department of Agriculture, Every
school board has been Visited, and all the officlals in
connection with these boards have been given first-hand
information as to our plans, In the spring, each 8chool
was visited and a lecture given to impress the children with
the value of the work, and to attempt to study them individually.
During the months of May, June and part of July, children were
gathered from four or five one-roomed schools at the community
centre, where they were coached in agriculture, household
sclence ard athletics, In July and August, nearly two
thousand children were visited at their homes, and in September,
the school fairs were held, and lectures given on the exhlbits
and the reasons for the awarding of the prizes, The remaining
months of the vear were taken up with reports and a final visit
to the schools,




This, you will see, i8 not only excellent work
in order to bring certain agricultural subjects before the
pupile, but is also in the nature of soclological sxtension
work,

Owing to the fact that the Quebec Department
of Agriculture intend taking this work over altogether, 1t
was brought to the attention of the Council of Public
Instruction, as it was thought that this might be done under
their auspices in the future,

Uhder separate cover I am sending a bulletin
which will describe, in detall, much of the activities in
cennection witn school fair work,

Dear Sir Arthur:-

I have read what Mr, Warxi, the College
Bursar, states in answer to Prof, Bunting's letter, regarding
the putting down of five acres of land to grass, and endorse
what he states,

This 18 only one manifestation of the
attitude of Prof, Bunting. Any suggestion that I make is
always objected to, and he never meets one with a spirit of
co-operation and making the best of clrcumstances, The
letter quoted 18 an instance - because his appropriation was
reduced, instead of making the vest of the circumstances,
nine months after his apprropriation was confirmed writes
this letter, further,not knowing what his appropriation will
be from the first of July on,

Two late instances will show his
attitude,

His Department has the care of the roads
in winter and the removal of snow, Last week the College
was notified by the Parish authorities to put the river
road in proper condition for traffic within twenty-four hours,
Prof, Bunting, on being called to do this, stated that he
had never done the work before andi that he had neither the
men nor the money to do it with. The work was done by
another department and the cost was the labour of three men
for half a day., At that time Prof, Bunting had four men and
a foreman avallable.

A similar occurrence happened in connection
with the drainage of water from the College grounds, hils
refusal to do anything carrying with it the possibility of
the College being involved in 1itigation, had not other
measures been taken,




Agaln 1ast week he refused t9o remoOve sSnow
and ice on the sidewalk, when the College was Ordered to do
i1t by the town authorities, If an acclident had happened,
the 0nollege would have been held responsible,

puring the winter he has carried a foreman
and four men, The keeping open of the roads, one of their
duti es, has been poorly done, and a rart of the time of
these men has been used in painting and repairs, when we carry
a painter and repair shop for this specific purpose, and thus
duplicates Oour expenses,

In short, there 18 always a spirit of
antagonism and lack of co—-operation,

These are, in a sense, small matters, but
I must express my general disapproval of the work of nhis
Department. With a Department consisting of a Professor
and two Assistants, and last ysar three, Iwo greenhouse
employvees, a foreman and four men, and two other men part
time, for winter help, ard in the summer ten men besides
frulit pickers, twenty-four 1in number, he has done
practically no experimental work, he has not published a
single bulletin, and with all the facllities of greenhouses,
orchards, etc,, no experimental work,

Such is the situation as I see 1t,
hence I desire to bring the matter to your attention,

To blend tne work of the College with the Provincial and
Federal Department has been my constant endeavour, and I submit
correspondence relating to this, obut it is a difficult matter to
bring about. The Federal Department of Agriculture takes no
part in education under the provislons of the B.N.A., act.

Two years ago, the Deputy Minister of Agriculture,
Dr, Grisdale, suggested tnat we put on graduate work, and put
$5,000,00 in his estimates for this purpose, The proposal was

ndorsed by the Hon., J, Tolmie, but it was thrown out by the

Cablinet. In the opinion of Dr, Grisdale and Principal Cumning
of Truro, Dean Howes of Alberta, and Dr. Klinck of British

Columbia, expressed in open convention, either at the University
Conference at Quebec or the meeting of the 8oclety of Tecnnical

Agriculturists, that Macdonald College was the plaCce for arranging

for graduate work in agriculture for the whole of Canada,

In 1916, at the Universities (Conference, I brougnt up

thls matter, and sent memos regarding graduate work to all
Colleges, S8ee correspondence with Hon. Martin Burrell
herewith submitted,

We are constantly asked by various organizations, farmers'
clubs, etc.,, to provide speakers. These requests are complied
with so far as possible, but as these demands come When students
are in session, it 18 not always possible to provide as desired,

I have taken the stand that farmers to be helped need
assistance dglong the lines that they are engaged in, and in order

to keep the practical departments in touch with the farmer, the




departments of 1ive stock, agronomy and poultry each have men
desgsignated to do extension work. These men have been going to
the last nine years, and to show

iething of such activities I may state that their travelling

N8ses alone for our extension work last year was over ﬁ},OO0.00.i

The 8ChoOl falr work nas alsO been pressed so far as our
resources allow, and full particulars of tnis are given in

the accompanying pamphlet.

I have made suggestions frequently to departments in
connection with their work, I have suggested the writing of
bulletins, The only vulletins so far written by the outside
Or bractical departments have been a short two-page on the
YHousehold Pilg', a popular bulletin on Poultry, and one on "The
Farmers' Vegetable Garden", and some circulars from the Agronomy
Department, Even simple requests, such as the reporting of
absences of students, absence of members of the staff, should
they go away, are entirely disregarded, and opinions with regard
10 wages, number of men working in the department, are set aside
On the ground that I do not know the requirements or the immer

workings of a department,

I have discussed, when necessary, or when interviewed by
the head of g department, our financial situation as it concerned
hls department, I have not discussed other departments' needs,
nor mentioned it in the Faculty. According to tne statutes
Tfinancial matters pertain to the Macdonald College Committee and
not to the Faculty. A8 a memper of Corporation, I xnow nothing

of the financial status of the University, as a whole, or of any




department or faculty other than that of Agriculture, but I do not
feel it 1s a cause of complaint,

If a head of a department wanted more money for an
Assistant, or more money for his department, and if I thought his
claim was well founded, I have represented the facts to the

who nave acquiesed or refused, after which the decision

In some cases I have acted and reported to the Commlttee.
I do not consider it advisable to discuss the financilal
irs of one department with another, or even discuss them at
If I am wrong in this matter, then the statutes should

be changed.,

The establishment of demonstrators was financed Dby
Sir W, Macdonald, He asked for thelr establishment,paid for

the men when they were appointed, but early in 1916 withdrew nils

financial support, when naturally they nad 1o be discontinued by

the College, I did, however, manage to arrange for the Quebec
Department of Agriculture to take over some of the graduales
appointed by us, who could talk even a little French, Those Wno
had no French were not taken over, I submit part of the
correspondence which gives fully all that I did,

The same 1s true of the school fair work, it was dis-
continued because the Provincial Department of Agriculture desired
to take over and manage all of them throughtheir agronomisis
who were located in both French and English countries.

Endeavour was made to get this work taken over by the

Department of Public Instruction, but on the protest of tie

Department of Agriculture, the Protestant Conmittee refused to
nave anything to do with the school fair.

Commlssioner, and certaln principles laid down at that time
N consistently followed; the most important being that

e grant would be used largely for extension work, It was
largely on my representations to the Hon, Martin Burrell and to
Dr, C.C. James that the claims of Macdonald College
to the Quebec Department of Agriculture, (see correspondence),
I remember discussing certain bhases of it with Prof. Barton,
who wished to use his share for sheep demonstration work in the
Frovince, and we set aside a good share to get this started
together with a man to look after it. 1 remember dilscussing
fully with him the bringing of a wool grader from the States and
other details, This work was started nine years ago, and many
of these facts I do not remember positively, but I have good
recollection of such discussions with Prof'essor Barton, amd have
every reason to believe that the same was carried out in the case
Of Oother departments. I submit correspondence as evidence of
this, which in my opinion shows tnat I was anxious and willing
t0 co-operate with departments, give them as much money as our
