Dear Sir rthur: 

I am returning here ith the letter which 
you received from Professor uayle, and forwarded to me 
for comment. 

If Professor Quayle had approached me, I 
could have inf'ormed nim that ]~acdona1d College has been a 
sUb-station of the !eteorological Service of the ~ominion 
since 1907, and has reported to the Central Station t 
Toronto on temperatures, precipitation and weather con­
ditions. Daily and monthly weather reports are received, 
as are also monthly records. The apparatus was supplied 
to the College and has been in charge of the Horticulture 
Department. Records of sunshine and velocity of wind are 
taken at various stations in this service and while appli­
cation was made some time ago to have apparatus for col­
lecting such data established here, reply was made that 
since other main stations in the district, including 
!~ontreal, were equipped to supply such information,it 
would be of no advantage to the [eteorological Service 
to have further data on these from here. 

The matter of soil temperatures I believe 
is of importance and is something that has been discussed 
in our Committee on Soil Research. ~emperatures taken of 
soil at Hacdonald College alone, however, I fear would not 
be of any great value in connection with the projects at 
present under way.

Dear Sir Arthur:-

I thank you for your kind reply and in order to dissipate 
any misconceptions whioh may have arisen should like to state 
the follo 'Ning faots. 

It is my practice to submit my problems to the Physios 
Department at McGill for their criticism and advice. Dr. Eve 
has been good nough to invite me on more than one occasion 
to deliver a paper on Soil Physics before the Staff Sooiety. 

This particular question of Meteorologioal Reoords has 
been discussed not only with members of the MoGill Department 
but is oonsidered a que.tion of considerable importanoe by the 
Botany, Entomological and Parasitologioal, and Chemioal Dep­
artments here. 

Ever since the Committee on Soil Researoh was established 
three years ago, I have been advooating the establishing of a 
meteorological station oommensurate with the dignity of McGtll. 
At present we are classed in the Reports of the Meteorological 
Department with primitive stations like Tadousac. Our eqUip­
ment, the same as it was in 1907, oonsi ts ot an ordinary ther­
mometer (Maximum and minimum) and a simple rain gauge whioh 
is read by an untrained assistant morning and evening. 

On the other hand Guelph and Ste. Anne de la Pocatiere are 
olassed as important stations and supply data on the following. 

(1) Barometer Height 
{2} Temperatures 
(3) Relative Humidity (Guelph only) 
(4) Winds (Guelph only) 
(5) Precipitation 
(6) Hours of sunshine 

The question of soil temperatures has been brought up at 
every meeting of the Soil Committee, and after three years has 
arrived at the at • of inquiring of the oost of installing an 
automatic reoorder.

I must confess to a certain surprise at Dean Barton's re­
marks. There was no need to approach him for information whioh 
I already possessed. As he had been present at most of the 
meetings of the S01l Committee, knew my vie s and had express­
ed very strongly before the Faculty that Physics could yield 
very little of value in Agricultural Research, I naturally con­
cluded that there was no use in pursuing the matter with him 
any further. In addition, he had advised me tOIDok to McGill 
for assistance. 

I shall be most happy to take the matter up with him again 
if he should feel disposed, lay before him the evidence from 
the other departments regarding the great need of havino such 
meteorological data, and discuss the methods b r I ich le mi ,ht 
hope to enlist the co-operation not only of the Dominion leteor­
ol06i cal Department but also of the Imperial gricultural Re ­
search Committee. 

I shall also make it my business to di seuss the J.)hysica1 
aspects of the case with Dr. Eve and his staff in the near 
future. 

I conclude bJ ~uoting Resolutions numbers 20 and 21 of 
the Report of the Conference of Empire etaorologista (Agri­
cultural ection) 

20 "Instruction in the methods and results of agricultural 
meteorologioal research should form a mere important part 
of the ourriculum, than is the oase at present, at Uni­
versi ty Depar:tuents of Agriculture, Agrioult ural Colle ges, 
and Farm Schools." 

21 "Experimental and demonstrational work, particularly that on 
cultivation operations, manuring, and varieties of orops, 
should be accompanied by adequate meteorologic 1 observa­
tions, sinoe such experimental and demonstrational work loses 
much t it value unless the results ar discussed in the 
light of the meteorologioal oonditions experienoed during 
the oourse of the work.u 

A the one who teaohes the scienoe ot Met orology in thl 
College, I am naturally very interested in the pr otice. \1hat 
I am atte pting to advooate i the installation of a set of 
instruments which will make automatio and oontinuous records 
of meteorologioal data.
