We have not undertaken any experiments on
the control of infection of the brain. It still seems to
be evident that amnioplastin is quite different if it is
boiled, and it is also evident that the amnioplastin which
is simply autoclaved gives rise to adhesions.

In regard to your request that the work
on electro-encephalography in brain injuries be sent to you,
and elso Jasper's chapter for the Epilepsy book - I have
gotten into touch with Jasper immediately and he is forward-
ing to you & copy of the paper, and any things that are
ready in the chapter. Unfortunately this chapter is not yet
completed, but he will send you along stuff as soon as it is
ready., Thomas has agreed to publish the book, and it is
really almost in hand. I think it would be a good idea if
you could number your letters as well. I think I wrote you
that Jasper and Miss Goldie are to be married next month.

7hen you send your sections of the gsulfanilanide work,
be sure to send real descriptions along. 1 have been suggesting
to Murteau that he should try to devise some test for determining
whether there is sulfanilamide or sulfapyridine left in the tissue
which he removes from theé animel, that is, that he take part of
the tissue and put it in to water and then test the fluid for the
presence of sulfenilamide or sulfapyradine. He finds that covering
the drug and the wound with amnioplastin givesan excellent result
as far as adhesions are concerned cnd the dura peels off without
any attechments. I do not believe thaet there is very much chance
of the drug producing a tumour eventually; it seems to me that it
is too soluble for that.

- method for delermining the persistence of the arzgo
“brain wound chemically, rather than simp i logical
exaninetion, This pakes possible %o atate ﬁhe rapidity
with which the drug disappears, The method is sceurate
in detecting gualitatively the presence of less then 5/10
of a milligram of these druse in $Be brein., Sulphapyridine
is the slowest of the three to be absorbad, but cannot be
detected after thirty-four days. Snlphathiaznl cannot be
detacted artsr seventeen days, and sulphanilamide cannot
ba detected after eleven days. Hurteau has a feeling that
salphathiuzol is perhaps the best to use before one has the
gulture but the difficulty of having sterile chemicals
made him hesitate. Yesterday I placed sulphapyridine
direetly in the bed of & brain abscess, I was opersting
on a group of multiple sbacesses which I removed from the
centre of the left hemisphere of the patient. I put it
arcund the tube, end placed more of it with a gauze drain
in the tube s0 that it will gradually permeate there. It
was one of thoss metastatic abscesses which I think has



a hopeless prognosis and I did not hesitate %o do it for that
reason. Hurbteau has included a small bottle of sulphathiozol
in the esn that he sent you. If the can has not reached you
with the manuseript in it, or if it has reached you, please
cable and say whether you want to use this material in conn-
ection with the work which you have done, and want to include
Hurteau with you in the publication there, or whether you ‘
think it would be better for him to publish it here. To my
mind this is work that is helpful in deciding the handling
certain types of brain wounds, and therefore might be worbh
while publishing.

1 have just cabled you that a board was held om ..
the x-rays teken of my chest and that they have posponed the
decision fop three months. You may remember that Arthur Childe
made the sugzgestion when he took the plates 1n Junuary 1940
that I have periodic plates taken. I was going anhead with my
routine preparations.for leaving and was ecalled down by ;
MeGibbon:for physieal examination and told . to bring plates of. .
chest end urine, which I did, of course. I passed the examine
ation gquite satisfactorily but the plates were senl to Ottawa.
They were then returned to Byers for an opinion, Byers decided
to have a Doard after going over them, The board was mede up .
of Peirce and Meakins. Meakins, I think, felt that 1 could quite
well go.shead without delay. Peirce was undeéided, feeling that
there was something new in the plates, and Byers, as you know .
being ultra gonservative, decided to postpone decision, This
report was seunt to Ottawa. I called up Archibald to akk him to
intercede with the D.C.M.Ss; which he did. The D.G. decided that
they must abide by Byers opinion. Byers says he #i 11 reconsider
the whole thing in Julys He said the middle of July, but I shall
have plates taken and go to him on the first of Julye. I was Just
on the point of buying my uniform and had made finaz financial
arrangements and other things. I am sorry, Bill, but I seem to
be helpless for the moment.

=, I am very much concerned about some of the things which
I gather in regerd to the Unit, and am in doubt as to how much
initiative I should take, if any. I wish I could go over now
althcugh I kncw I should not be able to straighten out anything
that you have not been able to do unless it is that a new broom
sometimes helps , ‘then they refueed me I thought at first of
suggesting that Arthur Elvidge replace you at once.s After talking
to Major Doker I question whether this would be wise.” -I will gete
lots of sleep and zet into absolutely top-hole condition so that
whatever it was they saw in the plates will disappear.

I have seen lLieut. Jones. #e have decided to have him
spend the night to see whether he has an accumulation ©f fluid in
his:sinus after being all night in bed and, perhaps, to see the
effect of blowing his nose during an x-ray.

In regard to the exchange of Arthur Childe, I had a very
good letter from him which has helped a lot. It is obvious that
he feels that he could have his laboratory in shepe by the autumn
and I will do everything I can to propose to the D.G.M.3. an
adeguate subastitute for Arthur at that time.

In reply to your letter of
February 13th, 1941, I notice that you have cabled
Lt.-Col. Cone and before any action is taken from
this side, I would be pleased to receive information as
to Col. Cone's reaction.

I am afraid that I cannot &arrange
for Dr. Robt. Pudenz to proceed with you to England if
you yourself go. I would suggest that if this doctor is
interested, he should apply for a Commission. Beingsan American
citizen will be no bar., If he is granted a Commission, there
will be no difficulty in having him sent overseas as a re=-
inforcing officer and the necessary information forwarded as
to his capabilities and training, in order that he may be
utilized in a hospital where his experience will be most
valuable,

Regarding your proposal to spend a
couple of weeks after reaching England, visiting various
British hospitals, this is a matter which could be arranged with
the Senior Medical Officer, Canadians, England, upon your
arrival. There should be no difficulty whatever, as the same
thing has been done with other Canadian officers when it was
thought necessary to gain information from British sources.

I shall await further information from you

He has as yet taken no
examinations either physical or otherwise for the Cenadian
service.

In regard to the pamphlet which should
outline the routine treatment of neurosurgical conditions,
this is already partly finished and I will forward a tentative
draft of it shortly to Colonel Archibald.

If it meets with your approval, it might be worth while
for me to spend & week or two shortly after arrival in Znglend in
learning from the different British neurosurgeons their comnclusion
in regard to routine treatment of neurosurgical cases. It might
be well slso if Pudenz could do this with me as he is at present
making as complete a summary as possible of the literature of
military medicine since the outbresk of the waer. If you think
best to give me the authority %o do so, I should then 1like very
mueh to visit the other Canadien hospitals in the hope of standarde
izing the treatment of injuries of the head, spine and peripheral
nerves slong the lines which will be indicated in the neurosurgical

pemphlet.

If it is true that traumstic neurosurgical cases cannot
be selected and sent to #1 Neurological Hospital, it becomes very
important for the initisl trestment in sll Canadian hospitals to
be similer so that when the chronic ceses are later transferred for
specisl neurological eare there will be no break in continuity of
poliey. I believe that in such & way a great many cases could be
saved from chronie post-traumatic complaints, such as headache,
post-traumatic neurosis, post-traumetic epilepsy, and failure of
regeneration of injured nerves as well as more immediate and
dangerous complications.

I have been back in this country for about a
ronth now. I was two weeks on the way in the Clipper,
having been held up in Lisbon for ten days and in Horta
for three days. Helen met me in New York and we took
the train to Burlington where she had left the car. From
there we motored back to Montreal.

Avis looks very well. I have talked to her about
things ané have told her about the possibility of your
return. Frincipal James has written to Gorssline, as I have
done, officially, indicating the need of your return. As you
know, I wrote to Luton before I left stating that the
Neurological Institute needed you. I do hope that you and
Arthur can be coming back scon. ¥e need you both very much
indeed.

Dear Avis:

A lot has been happening that I went to tell
you about and I hoped that Helen and I would be able %o
drive around to see you this week but we are going away
down to Poston for a couple of days.

Last May, when the question came up of my going
overseas and I was about ready to buy my uniform, they put
me through & medical examination and held a medical board.
The decision was to postpone for three months. This board
has met again. They are unwilling to recommend my edmission
to the army. Dr.Byers, who is chairman of the board, admits
that there is no definite evidence of anything advancing.

It is simply that there is old evidence of trouble. I have
told both MeGibbon and the D.G.M.S. that I am willing to go
over to teke Bill's place in spite of the report of the
board. They both have refused, although ¥eCibbon said that
perhaps it would only be postponed for six months.

This means that I cannot take Bill's pliace. it
does not mean necesserily that his plaece may not be taken
by someone else. I am at the present time trying to get
them to send me over for a short trip of a month or two.
In that ease I will be able to see Bill and find out what
the situation is, and may be able to make some suggestions
which would help out. If I go at all, it will be as a
civilian being sent by the Research Counecil. If I should go,
I will try to get down and see you before.
