but while knowing of oourse, that he was a physician, and that it was
throughrhis profession that he was brought into conmection with
Shaftesbury, I had no knowledge of the particulars.

If he had continued im the practice, I believe he would have
become & great physician:, his clear judgement, his power of original
thought, and his singulayfreedom from prejudice, independance of
antiguated tradition, and openess to knowledge from all sources, could
not have failed to carry him high.

I will go, further, and say that I believe he would have done
more for mankind as a physician, than he 4id as a speculative philoso
pher, though I do not under value his merits in the latter capacity.
