Recently I saw at the
SGO in Washington their copy of Murr's reprint, which Garrison said had puzzled
you somewhat, and discovered that‘the microscopit date 1790 at the end had been
erased , possibly with the hope of making someone believe that it was the original
edition. The paper is,so thin at this point that there is no doubt about the fact
of the erasure.

I recd. your interesting pamphle£s on the Book-Worm and on the Library School
in the College, and hope that I thanked you for them,
