My dear Wide:~-

Dre Rand will write you sometime soon in regard to Ruth.
He performed a post-mortem and I presume removed the tumor. I
did not tell Mother that I was going to do this, and it may be
just as well that she does not know. T would like to know some-
thing of the history, growth and activities of a tumor of this
kind.

All Spring Ruth had been showing less activity in her
left side and on June 18th, the day before school closed and two
days before Margaret's marriage, she began having convulsions,
From then until she died she had them almost continually., Meny
of them were very slight, and just from the chest up. Some of
them were more general. She did not lose consciousness any of
the time until just towards the end. Of course she lost control
of all her body functions. On Sunday evening, the twelfth, she
lost consciousness and I do not think she regained it at all un-
less for a very brief time the morning of her death. Mother,
Aunt Addie and I were with her at the time.

Sometime during this last two or three weeks she seemed
to be unable to talk and it became increasingly difficult with
her. However, her mind seemed perfectly clear and quite active
right up to the last Sunday, and she was able at times to make
little jokes although it seemed difficult. She passed away at
2:00 otclock Tuesday afternoon. The funeral services were
Wednesday at 3:00 o'clock, and she was cremated in the Hollywood
Cemetery.

I know, and I think I realisze your feelings in the
whole affair, end I am very grateful for them. As Herbert said,
"Everything had been done that possibly could be done", and she
is no doubt better off now.

Mother has come through this exceedingly well. She has
increased her physical activity most markedly in the last two or
three weeks. You may know that when we brought her from the
Beach that she could not get up and out of a chair without
assistance, and it was necessary to guide her in her walk and
in almoet every movement. Now she gets up out of her chair
with ease and celerity and walks without stopping. She even
gets in and out of the sutomobile without help.

A couple of weeks ego I suggested that we teke a little
ride in the evening end Mother was perfectly willing to go but
did not think it possible but we managed to push her into the
automobile and she enjoyed it so that now she gets im and out
without help and we ride practically every evening or sc, Last
night we tock the nurse home to Redondc Beach which is & round
trip of possibly 66 or 70 miles. Part of the trip was through
heavy end congested city traffic. Mother stood it remarkebly
well and when we got home I was so tired out that I went to
bed but she turned on the redic end I do not know what time she
got to bed. She is thin, which I think is a good thing because
she has no heavy excess fat on her knees and ankles. I hope that
she will keep that way. Her voice has not become quite normel
yet but much more so then it has been. Her teeth are giving
her considerable trouble end in & week or so I hope to get her
to & dentist.

My dear Wide:=-

I am sorry to bother you agein but Ruth has had
a serious condition lately.

Starting on December 3rd she had one short con-
vulsion. She had similar convulsions on the following
dates: December 3rd, 25th, Jamuary 6th, 26th, February 1lth,
March 28th. These convulsions were just single ones and
she came out of them easily with no evident serious results,
There seems to be no relation to time in these convulsions.

Last Thursday night at midnight she started
a series of convulsions that lasted until about five
o'clock. Convulsions occurring about twenty minutes
apart. These were quite similar to those she had be=-
fore she went to Montreal. At least that is what
Elizebeth reports. I was not there Thursday night.
Following this series she was in a sort of semi=-
coma until about 2:30 Friday afternoon when she be=~
gan to recognize things, and remained so until Saturday
morning about 9:00 o'clock when she had another series.
Not as many nor as rigorous as the precedinge She
seemed to be coming out of these but Saturday night
ebout 10:00 otclock she had another one and then about
half past twelve another single one, and about two
olclock started another series which lasted until about
8:00 o'clock. Most of these were twenty minutes apart
and some were only ten. I saw these and they were quite
similar to those she had in years past. A similar ten-
dency towards twitching to the left side.

This morning, Monday, she is quite herself
and recognizes things and is able to talk. Saturday and
Sunday she did not seem to want to use her left arm or
left leg at all, but she moved her right arm and right
leg easily and frequently. That is, between these series.

I do not know yet whether she has any headaches.
Of course she has been under Science care all this time and
hes hed the services of what might seem to be a competent

Dear Wilder:

Mrs. Inglis was in this afternoon. About two weeks ago

she apparently had a general convulsion, which came on at 4:00
in the afternoon. It was rather sudden. She remembers her
eyes and head turning to the left. She is not sure about being
unconscious, but probably lapsed for a moment or two. The

next thing she kmew she had bitten her tongue, had voided, and
there was blood on her right knee; apparently she bruised the
knee in some way. She called a doctor, who came a short time
later. This attack was not followed by headache, and she has
had none since. She has taken Luminal occasionally. She has
had no sensations in the left arm or leg, and no weakness of these
members.

Her general condition is very good. Bone flap is in good position.
The eye grounds are within normal limits, save for the following:

The right disc is a little paler than the left, as has been the

case right along, and there is some new tissue in the region of the
cup. There is very slight haziness of the nasal margin in the

left disc, but no elevation. The strength of her upper extremities
seems equal. The deep reflexes are all present, quite lively, and
about equal, except that the left knee jerk is slightly quicker than
the right. There is a definitely positive Babinski on the left, nega-
tive right. There is no ankle clonus on either side.

Since I last saw her in April I would say that she has apparently

had one general convulsion, which was ushered in by turning of the
eyes and head to the left, the Babinski on the left is more sustained
than before, and possibly the left knee jerk is a little heightened.
There are no general signs of pressure.

As you know, she has recently had another course of deep x-ray ther-
apy, which can be repeared if you desire. While it does not seem
to me that you would feel like doing any more surgery at present, or
in the near future, it might be possible for them to come up to °
Montreal after school is out, so that you can really get a first
hand idea of the situation.

Since
operation Ruth has been steadily mgroving* The improvement, of
course, ie 8o indefinable Just as the diffieulty which she ha& be-
fore operation was hard to describe. The improvement is so inde~-
finable that it is hard to be sure how much, and how far, she is '
altered. She is certainly very much more active mentally and »
physically. She gets out for long walks, and her understanding ¢
of the whole situation is very accurate. On the other hand, there
are still differences between hér condition now and her conditon of
ten or twenty years ago. I cannot tell, no one can tell, how far
the improvement may go. You will be mmch better able to judge than
any of us on her retumn. I have been studying sections of the
tumor; it eertainly is very slowly growing. There is 2 man in.
Chicago who has had more experience with this particular type than
I have, and 1 am sending sections on to him for his opinion and ad-
vice. It may be best for her to have X-rsy treatment, but that can
be done after she gets back to los Angeles.

: The operation is over and Ruth, now on her second day after
it, is in gpod shape. Her back and neck ache a certain smount but

I had high hopes that we should encounter a tumor which was
entirely outside the brain itself, and which could be removed within
its capsule. X-ray examination before operation showed that there
we.s %a&ﬁmﬁm l;dthin ige mfim*, gbhxch %mwgmt the h;:ng‘
must be very slowly grow » 8nd we hoped th t prove an
endothelioma which eould be completely removed. I was mwaﬁ to
find that it was not an endotheliomn, but that the tumor was growing
within the right frontal lobe. As Jou know this is the most silent
area of the brain. Of course it has a Junction. but when a thing has
been as slowly growing as this has the other portions of the brein have .
teken over that funetion and are perfectly able to carry it on. I
removed the tumor very radically, and whe: I found that there was more
of it extending towards the mid-line it f.lled me with a sort of frenzy,
énd I fear I was rather reckless. I did not know then, of course, :
that it is as slowly growing & tumor as it is, and I went ahead in the
hope of getting it all out even though we recognized she was ruming
great risk of bleeding to death on the table. The whole staff cone
nected with the Operating Room and the men thet we had had come worked

marvellously, and transfused her with blood three times in succession.
That, together with the fact that we had not given her any ether, made
it possible to get tlrough with the whole procedure, and at the close
ghe wes @8 calm and courageous as she had been all through it; in :
faet it was her brevery and the sound of her voice that made it most
aifficult for me. I shell have to admit that in the midst of it, for
gbout 15 minutes, I could not cerry on and Dr. Cone, my assistent step~
ped inte the breach. As I wired you, Miss Penlsnd my 014 amowelbhelivh
in New York, was here and sat begide her taking her pulse and blood
pressure, and keeping me informed of exactly her condition all the way
through; that was another great help.

The very rere fumorr-which Ruth wes suffering from lae a
frightful name; it is called an Oligodendroglioma. It is the first
one thet I have been lucky enough to have, and Dr. Cushing has had
enly & few in & thousand ceses, but we know from these few that the
tumor is so slowly growing it is hardly to be cslled a tumor at all.

I am perfectly sure now thet this thing began with Ruth at leest at

the nge of 14, and has been the ceuse of her headaches and ocecasional
vomiting ever since. It T8 doubtless the casuse of her difficulty, 2lso,
in working while et school. I believe thet if 2ll1 goes well in the ‘
rext week or two you will find her very much more alert and mentally
ective then she heeg been for years. In the end, however, I did not
remove £11 of the tumor and it wee a very bhard thing to back out and
leave some of it. There is very little left, end it seems to me the
part of wisdom to do nothing more. It is possible that we may go
ehead with some X-r2y treatment which eould as well be done out there
ag here. I shall telk thaet over with Ir. Cushing before beginning it,
however. It meems to me quite within the range of possibility that
fifteen years mpy elapse before the thing grows large enough to demand
attention again; that is a long time. If it should grow more rapidly
at any time, she could be re-operated upon or it might be controlled
with X-ray %reatmm;. I am very gled that the outcome is what it -~
We cannot be certain that Ruth will not have more of her convulsior
but it seems to me very likely that she will not.

Your sister has been under my care for the last nine or ten years,
and during that time I have attended her for minor ailments, and she has
had four attacks of status epilepetus; the first attack occurred about

ght years ago; convulsions were about 15 minutes apart and lasted from
seven until twelve p. m., and then ceased. I put her on bromides and
luminol, and she was free from attacks for about 3 vears. The second
attack, of convulegions fifteen minutes apart continued about 12 hours;
the third attack, about 3 years ago, and she continued in convulgions for
48 hours before 1 was called; the convulsions ceased about 10 hours after
I saw her. CanlicA :

Following this attack she had an infected rotted gland which sloughed
and I think the whole uland«fg lost. The last attack was a few months ago,
which continued at intervals of about fifteen or twenty minutes apart, and
continued for about 12 hours. During all the attacks there was complete
loss of consciousness; she was given oromldes, floral and hyosine; during
the last attack I started the Yurphy Drip. I do not believe that any of
the drugs helped her any, only produced a deeper coma, but do believe I
obtained results from enemas and Murphy Drip. During her attacks her
urine was free from albumin. If I recall right about eight years ago
