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Notes to the Tables:

These Reference Tables are published annually as a statistical
review of the Canadian pulp and paper industry, its growth and
development, its place in the Canadian economy, and its position
in the great world industry of which it forms so significant a part.

All the principal statistics of manufacture (i.e. number of establish-
ments, number of employees, total salaries and wages paid, cost of
fuel, electricity and materials used, selling value of factory
shipments and value added by manufacture or net value) shown
in this publication for the years 1957 to 1960 have been revised
by Statistics Canada on the basis of the Standard Industrial
Classification adopted as of 1st January 1960 and of the Establish-
ment (reporting unit) Concept adopted as of 1st January 1961 and
revised in 1970. Because of these changes, principal statistics
for the years to 1957 are not fully comparable with those of the
years that follow.

Since 1957 questions covering value of sales taxes, excise duties
and outward transportation charges which could not be deducted
from individual commodity items, as required, have been added
to Census of Industry questionnaires; the answers have resulted
in the adjusted values shown in Table 47 and elsewhere. The
unadjusted values are more comparable to the values shown for
production prior to 1956, which obviously compised similar
undeducted taxes, duties and charges.

For some products, the figures in the Tables differ somewhat from
those in the monthly Statistical Bulletin, also published by the
Canadian Pulp and Paper Assaciation. One of the reasons is that
Statistics Canada grade classifications are slightly different, in a few
instances, from those of the Canadian Pulp and Paper Association.
In addition, the monthly Statistical Bulletin does not include statistics
for several companies which are not members of CPPA. These
companies account for some two per cent of the total pulp and
paper output in Canada.

All quantities in the Tables are in metric tons and, for wood pulp, are
expressed on an air-dry basis.

In the interest of clarity, sub-totals in the tables are printed in a
contrasting colour.
