Zipper Music is a constantly changing
soundscape created by a collage of differing and temporally arranged zipper sounds. The work contains no themes of any sort. Rather, it |
is driven by an intemnal rhythm whose components are defined not by melodic or metric elements, but by timbral, dynamic, textural, and ‘
gestural factors. Compositionally, Zipper Music attempts to create a humorous interplay between the real and unreal. Typically, 2 sound
