BOILS-Apply b1-ead and milk or flaxseed poul­
tices frequently renewed. When it shows signs 
of coming to a head, lance with a perfectly clean 
knife or needle and squeeze thoroughly with 
ends of fingers covered with cotton to prevent 
infection. Wash with clean piece of cotton satu­
rated with Witch Hazel, and bandage. 

B. 1JISES, SPRAINS, Etc.-Apply water as 
hot as can be borne to the injured spot for from 
15 to 30 minutes, the longer the better. Then 
saturate a piece of cotton with Arnica or Witch 
Hazel and bind on loosely with piece of 
bandage.
